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ORGANIZATION:  The Sierra Valley Resource Conservation District (SVRCD) is an entity of government organized under the Special District Law (California Public Resources Code Division 9).

FUNCTION:  To take available technical, financial and educational resources, whatever their source, and focus or coordinate them so that they meet the needs of the local land manager with conservation of soil, water and related natural resources.

WE SERVE:  Residents and the natural resources within the District boundary encompassing Plumas & Sierra Counties, CA., to conserve and protect natural resources,  thereby providing healthful values for locals as well as others outside of the Sierra Valley Resource Conservation District confines.
OUR MISSION:  To protect property, economic viability and agricultural values; to manage resources, particularly in maintaining water quantity/quality; and to provide conservation education through a Coordinated Resources Management Planning process.
CRITICAL NATURAL RESOURCE ISSUES:  Flood Control, Agricultural Sustainability, Watershed Restoration, Grazing/Range Management, Noxious Weed Control/Soil Fertility, Wildlife Habitat and maintenance of existing Partnerships.

CRITICAL GEOGRAPHIC AREAS:  Smithneck Creek, Cold Stream, Carman Valley, Lake Davis.

STATEMENTS OF INTENT:   

· By 2003, (1) assure prime agricultural land is either (a) zoned under the Super Williamson Act, (b) is sustained under the County General Plan’s zoning, (c) is covered in a Land Trust to maintain viable agricultural units. or (d) the Agricultural Advisory Group is pursuing agricultural sustainability through the County Planning process, and;  (2) flood-proof wells that are in danger of flooding.

· By 2004, complete watershed analysis studies.

· By 2005, develop a Noxious Weed Control Plan. 

· By 2010, minimize erosion to geologic rates, reducing human impacts to negligible rates.

PRIORITY ACTIONS:  
· Coordinated Resource Management Planning development and collaboration.

· Expanded credibility with reviewing, permitting and funding entities and identification of funding sources via grants, agreements, cost-share programs, etc.

· Continuation of Carman Valley watershed restoration.

· Noxious weed abatement and continued agricultural sustainability.

WHAT DOES SVRCD PROVIDE?

· Focal point and forum for natural resources concerns and issues.

· Design of project (through NRCS Engineering).

· Guidance through permitting processes (Fish & Game, Army Corp of Engineers, Water Quality, etc.).

· Identification of funding sources and Applicant for receipt of funds.

· Review of project on priority basis;  forward recommendations to Sierra Valley CRMP for project(s) selection.

· Identify landowner needs and advise landowners on land management options.

· Project administration.

· Credibility and track record of project accomplishments.
